They will learn the diversity of creative thinking and processes and how these skills can be adapted to many contexts.

Aims: Children will leave Denton CP School with an awareness of artists, craftspeople and designers and how these have influenced our
culture. They will acquire a range of techniques and skills through first hand experiences. They will develop artistic creativity, engage in
the creative process and be inspired and challenged by art. They will be able to express the world around them through creativity in
many forms.
